Life during the time of Lent can feel meaningful for some and confining for others.  Lent, 
a forty day journey of reflection and study, slowly moves us closer to the cross of Jesus 
Christ.  Some of us when we think of Easter see the lure of chocolate and Easter bunnies; 
while others see not only the joy of the resurrection but also the heaviness and suffering 
of that last week of Christ.  Lent can feel very heavy, but also very real. 

When we think about Holy Week it is easy to focus on waving palms and celebrating 
Jesus entry (Palm Sunday), eating dinner with Jesus (Maundy Thursday) and cheering for 
the resurrection of Christ (Easter), for the grave could not hold our Lord.

April 2nd is the Sunday that our Chancel Choir will present Fauréôs REQUIEM during the 10 oôclock service. 
This is an absolutely beautiful work and I encourage you to be in attendance to hear the promise of everlasting 
life expressed in musical form. As Christians, we know that our lives do not end in death, but that we are 
promised Life Everlasting through our Savior, Jesus Christ. This work shares all the passion of life and death 
and eternal life through warm and wonderful musical expression. Come and share this important part of our 
walk through Lent towards Easter. 

On Sunday, April 16th, we will enjoy together two of our favorite Easter traditions. First, the singing of 
CHRIST THE LORD IS RISEN TODAY, ALLELUIA and second, the welcoming forward to the choir loft of 
anyone wishing to sing THE HALLELUJAH CHORUS from Handelôs MESSIAH. 

The opening Easter hymn is a Christian hymn that was written by Charles Wesley, one of the leaders of the 
Methodist movement in England. He wrote over 6000 hymns and this one is an 
adaptation of an earlier Latin Hymn, JESUS CHRIST IS RISEN TODAY. It was first 
sung in what now is known as the Wesleyan Chapel in London, England. This chapel was 
built on the site of an old iron foundry and  the hymn was first published in a hymnal 
called The Foundry Collection. I have actually had the honor of playing a concert in this 
chapel, which is located in downtown London and there are still services held there today. 
The Alleluias after each phrase are translated as Praise Yah which could be considered a 
shortened form of Praise Yahweh, but translates today as Praise the Lord. This is a 
wonderful hymn for families to sing together and lets even the smallest children 

participate on the Alleluias! Sing out the Easter Joy! Christ the Lord is Risen! Alleluia! 

Again this year we will conclude our traditional service with the singing of the THE HALLELUJAH 
CHORUS with our choir, brass and anyone in the congregation who wishes to join in the singing of this 
wonderful expression of Easter Joy. A time to come forward will be indicated in the bulletin and the choir 
members will have copies of the music to distribute to you once you reach the choir loft. Come one, come all!
